The future of St Timothy’s, Hemlington

In the e-News Extra for Friday 7th August 2020 I mentioned the proposals from the Diocesan Pastoral Committee to re-unite Hemlington and Stainton. The proposals were discussed by the Stainton PCC at its meeting on Wednesday 12th August 2020 and in my role as PCC Secretary I have written to the Diocese to say that “Stainton PCC is in full agreement with the proposals and is excited by the opportunities that they present”. The Diocesan Pastoral Committee will now consider the views of the proposal expressed by all the Interested Parties (such as Stainton PCC) and will then make a final recommendation to the Archbishop which, if he is in agreement, he will send to the Church Commissioners. The Church Commissioners will then prepare a final proposal for a Pastoral Scheme to unite the two Parishes/Benefices and will then consult again with the Interested Parties. As you can imagine this will not be a (very) fast process but at least there is some light at the end of the pastoral tunnel for the Church Family at St Timothy’s.
