Plurality Prayer Walk for Creationtide – 1st October 2023

Last Sunday afternoon our Vicar, Revd Laura Wild, led a group of us on a Creationtide Prayer Walk from St Margaret’s Church, Brookfield to St Peter and St Paul’s Church, Stainton where we enjoyed some simple refreshments (tea or coffee and scones – thank you Olwen and Joan!). Here is a photo of us just setting off:
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We stopped at various places on the route to think about God’s creation and to pray and worship Him.
· At the start we looked [out] for a rainbow of flower colours
· We looked at a leaf – one that had fallen to the ground. We held it in our hand; turned it over, and noticed its structure, veins and tiny details. Many trees drop their leaves as the seasons change. We gave thanks to the Lord that He knows the seasons of our lives and that no detail is a surprise to Him.
· We listened out for birdsong – We stopped and listened to the birds singing. Most birdsong ceases by the autumn, but the robin is one species that continues to sing its melodies throughout the year. We prayed for A Rocha UK’s “Partners in Action” who are taking practical action to boost local populations of vulnerable species. · We found a tree – We put our hands on the trunk. We looked up and saw how tall the tree was. We thanked God that he is bigger than the tree and committed any worries or concerns [we had] about wildlife and the climate crisis to God, knowing that He is all-powerful.
· At the end of the walk we reflected on fruit trees – that we might see God’s fruitfulness in us.
