The Eco Shop receives surplus in-date food from supermarkets and manufacturers via the charity “Fare Share” but also welcomes food donations from individuals. People in local communities can visit the Eco Shop (with their own shopping bag), and for a donation of £2 can choose 10 items that they want from a range of high-quality supermarket food without needing to be referred (as happens at a Foodbank).
