It is with deep sadness that we share news of the deaths of two beloved members of our diocesan family. The Revd Richard Hare, vicar of Emmanuel Church Bridlington and Barmston with Fraisthorpe, and Area Dean of Bridlington, died on Friday 23rd May. Mandy Robinson, PA to the Bishop of Whitby, died on Monday 26th May. 

  

Bishop Barry writes: "It is with much shock and sorrow that I write with the heartbreaking news that Mandy Robinson died suddenly on Monday evening. Having served as PA to both me and [to] Bishop Paul, I know how deeply Mandy was loved across the Archdeaconry and the Diocese. In what turned out to be my last conversation with her, we discussed how her ministry was deeply pastoral in essence, reflecting and modelling God’s love to the many people she encountered each day; a ministry spurred on by her profound and deep Christian faith. I know how very much so many of us will miss Mandy as friend and colleague. 
Please hold her husband Andrew, her son Nathaniel, and all who grieve and mourn Mandy’s death in your prayers.”

After iragedy siruck, both Ruth and Naomi were
both left as widows, - the pain of this is so great that
Naomi changes her name fo Bitter (literal meaning
of Marah in Hebrew). Ruih chose fo leave her
hometown and return o Israel with Naomi. They
had litle, but befween them they managed o
survive by picking the leffover grain from the side of
fields. Here Ruth met Boaz - a man who followed

God, who is kind, has infegrity, and she eventually
marries him.

Ruth is remembered throughout sraelite history as
the grandmofher of David. Like Rahab she was a
non-lsraelite, who played a pivoral role in God's
plan for His people, and she offers us an amazing
example of selfless love which put Naomi before.
