Bishop Barry writes, “Following the shocking news of the sudden death of Mandy Robinson, her funeral will be held at 1pm on Thursday 12th June at Stokesley Methodist Church. All are welcome. It will be followed by a private cremation. The day will follow a plan prepared in advance by Mandy herself and rooted in her deep Christian faith. At Mandy’s request please do not bring flowers but all mourners are requested to bring a donation to local foodbanks. Whilst there will be facility to give money, Mandy expressed a specific desire that people bring physical items as she was keen people thought about how to bless others. There is deliberately therefore not a list of what to bring or not, but please no perishable items. I know how much the prayers of the diocesan family have upheld Andrew, their son Nathaniel, and all of us who grieve.”

They threw themselves on
the mercy of a prosfitute, Rahab, who agreed fo hide
them if they agreed to keep her and her family safe
when the Israelites arrived. As a resull, she sent the
guards who were searching for the spies on a wild
goose chase and helped them to escape.

Because of this she is remembered throughout

Hebrew history as someone of faith, who trusted in
God and served Him. Not bad for someone who
wasn't part of the family.
